After consultation, the Clerk has registered the following objection to this application:-
Alveley and Romsley Parish Council strongly object to this application.  The Council notes that the proposal no longer requires the immediate removal of the mature oak tree which is now the subject of a tree preservation order.  However, the Council is concerned that the groundworks for the road and bridge that would access the development would inevitably damage the root system for this tree and threaten its long term survival.
Access to the proposed development via Meadowbrook Close is extremely problematic.  Meadowbrook is a cul-de-sac which is not wide enough to accommodate the variety of traffic which will need to access the proposed development, both during and after construction.  On-pavement parking is already commonplace in Meadowbrook, creating safety risks for residents and pedestrians. This development would substantially increase the problem and the safety risk to existing residents.
The rendered finish of the new houses would be out of keeping with the style and finish of the neighbouring properties, and the need to realign the new houses will accentuate the discrepancy.
