ALVELEY AND ROMSLEY PARISH COUNCIL
Alveley and Romsley are grouped rural parishes in the south east of Shropshire with neighbouring parishes to the east and south in Staffordshire and Worcestershire.  The Parish boundary in the west is formed by the River Severn.  The north-eastern side of Alveley Parish takes in the settlements of Six Ashes, Tuckhill, Broadlanes and Kingsnordley and the settlement of Hampton Loade is at the north-west corner of the Parish.  The Parish Council area is within the Ludlow Parliamentary Constituency and is part of the Alveley and Claverley Electoral Division.  Alveley includes the Severn Valley Country Park and has a functioning Industrial Estate. These are legacies of coal mining which took place on the site of the Country Park from 1937 to 1969.
The Parish Council area lies within the West Midlands Green Belt so that development proposals are strictly controlled.  However, under Shropshire Council’s draft Local Plan for the period up to 2038, Alveley has been designated a Community Hub, and some land around the village is likely to be released from the Green Belt to allow housing development.
The Parish Council is a corporate body, with a Chairman.  There are Places for 11 Councillors (9 for Alveley and 2 for Romsley).  The Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer is the only employee.
